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How to care for your candle – the following tips will ensure you have a long lasting, fully fragranced candle 
· When lighting you candle for the first time, allow the wax to melt all the way to the sides of the container – this creates a ‘memory’ and avoids ‘tunnelling’ as the candle burns.
· Always trim the wick to about 6-8mm before re-lighting your candle. This will ensure a long lasting candle, minimise soot and remove any mushrooming of the wick from a previous burn.
· It is preferable to use a candle ‘snuffer’ to extinguish the flame, or a lid if the candle has one. Alternatively, you can dip the wick into the melted wax and then straightening. This wil stop the wick from smoking and help with relighting.
· All Joie de Vivre candles are hand poured not massed produced – although every effort is made to ensure consistency, every candle may be different.
· Sometimes you may notice darker patches or wet spots - this is not a fault it is just the natural way the wax has set – it does not affect the candle in anyway.
· The top of the candle may also appear slightly uneven – this is just a sign of natural soy wax being hand poured.
· Do not leave your candle in the sunlight as it may turn a yellow colour – again this does not affect the candle in anyway – it just loses its creamy white colour.
· As these candles contain no preservatives or chemicals it is recommended that they should be used within 6 months.
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
