I would entertain a logo change, unless you think what we have is fine. I like the idea of indicating some ‘extraction action’.

I am fine if the end caps just show just large web address www.dentametrix.com.
We need to have banner finished to send to a banner company no later than 8/31. Sooner would be better, of course.
