I have just completed a screenplay called SHE WAITS that I would like to submit for consideration.

Genre – Supernatural Thriller
Logline: A war vet recovering from PTSD suffers a setback when his salvage ship goes down in the Bermuda Triangle and he’s the only survivor, but the worst is yet to come as the incident awakens the angry spirit of a love from his past life and no one believes him.
Paul Kurtz is lucky, he's got a great wife who has stuck with him from his deployment overseas, through his PTSD and the alcoholism that came with it.  In a sense, they are both survivors of the Iraqi war.  Christina’s family is from Bermuda which seems the perfect place for them to settle to try and piece together a peaceful life but that's where his luck runs out.

As if the strain on his marriage and lack of relationship with their son while deployed, alongside his illness that followed, was not enough, Paul has gone into the marine salvage business so his work continues to keep him away from his family.  Christina has had enough.

This is where we meet him; his ship, crewed with his best friends, is in the middle of hurricane conditions off the coast of Bermuda.  A coast guard helicopter is on the way but as the ship goes down, a ghostly one comes up, and with it an ethereal woman named Saphora.

Paul awakes in the hospital to learn he’s lost his ship and his best friend.  While being questioned, it’s revealed that Paul said something about a woman being on board, which draws the ire of Christina.  As he recovers and tries to pick up the pieces, Saphora starts to appear to him in odd places, like the bathroom, drains and sprinklers.  He tries to cover it at first, but he has to prove what he’s seeing is real.  He swears he’s not back to drinking, and tells the police that he went to a program for that, though his wife doesn't believe him.  It doesn’t help that he makes a new friend who happens to own a bar.

The local police refer him to a psychiatrist who works with the force, and she puts Paul into a past life regression.  Christina thinks it’s useless because since the war, Paul has spent the last ten years of his life trying to forget the past - not remember it.  But while he’s under, it’s discovered that in a previous life Paul was the captain of a Greek merchant ship that travelled to Atlantis and Saphora was his love of that life and now she uses water as a conduit to him and to anyone that stands in her way.

Christina, his love of this life, has had enough – with the war, the PTSD, raising the kids alone, the alcoholism, the shipwreck and now he’s haunted by a lover from a past life?  She works double time in her dress shop to avoid it all, until Paul's tormented lover from thousands of years ago appears in her shop – and tries to kill her.

Christina and the most certainly real, pissed-off, spirit battle it out, while Paul finds out that his new friend is just hanging out with him to find the sunken treasure that surfaced with the old ship.  To get rid of Saphora, Paul has to face the very wreckage that has destroyed his life, fatally wounded his wife, and driven him mad in the process.

While there has never been a film that touches on PTSD and past life hauntings set against the Bermuda Triangle – if GHOST met the RING we’d be close to understanding the emotional rollercoaster of SHE WAITS.
