REQUEST A QUOTE:
Please remove the “.” at the end of the top sentence.

We are seeing many issues with this page and it also behaves differently with different browsers.
We still need to make some changes in the format, so here are the changes and then we can work on the problems with the browser:
After the files are uploaded it should ask to SUBMIT. Then, if the customer wants to upload more files, then there should be another button below asking UPLOAD MORE FILES? If this button is clicked, the CURSOR should move up to the CHOOSE FILE, but the information at the top should NOT be erased (so they don’t have to enter it again). In this way, the customer can enter more files with different quantities, materials and dates and not re-enter their name and all that.

Browser problems:

· The calendar for the desired delivery date is not available and it doesn’t show what the date format should be (mm/dd/yyyy). So, it will reject it.
