In the ‘90s he launched Kidz Magazine for his children’s elementary school, which grew to be a monthly publication read by millions of students in dozens of countries. He has six children, lives with his wife in Colorado, and enjoys creating win-win solutions for our nation’s most challenging economic problems.
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
