Pipe Relining is the process of installing a new pipe within the old.

What Does Pipe Relining Mean?
Pipe relining is the method of repairing existing pipework from within the pipe itself. This is done by using the latest technology to insert a strong internal liner inside the existing pipe.

During this process the resin impregnated side of the liner is pressed against the wall of the original host pipe at a specified pressure. This pressure ensure 100% resin contact and extrudes resin into all pipe joints, cracks and breaks ensuring no future tree root ingress or pipe movement is possible.
Pipe relining can be undertaken in either short sectional repair, or long lengths utilising the inversion relining method. 

Which Problems Can Pipe Relining Repair?

Pipe relining can repair broken, cracked or root infested pipes, pipes with missing sections and pipes that continually block. 

No matter if the pipes are vertical, horizontal or concealed, they all can be repaired. Sections of broken pipes can be relined, without having to replace the entire pipeline. 

Patch Repair Process 

1 Clean the line with a high pressure water jetter, and carry out a camera inspection to determine the exact location and cause of the problems. 
2 Prepare the liner. Cut the liner to the correct length, mix the appropriate amount of rein and impregnate the rein into the liner. 
3 Invert the liner into the pipe, inflate and then cure. 
4 A seamless, flexible liner is cut to length and filled with environmentally safe epoxy rein. The liner is them inverted into the existing, host pipe and inflated using compressed air. Once the liner is fully cured with hot water, it is ready for use. 
5 The result is a completely new pipe inside the old. This pipe within a pie is 100% water tight, stronger than PVC pipe, and has an increased flow rate compared to most existing pipes. Relined pipes have a life expectancy of 50 years and our installation work has a 25 year guarantee.
