CePRAA – Create Perform Revise Analyze & Administrate

CREATE
The CREATE-Module lets you manage your Tasks and Tests easily by providing repositories in which they reside. 
By continuously expanding the Task-Repository you can reduce the workload for each new Test you create by being able to reuse and adjust existing Tasks.
At the moment Tasks can contain the following elements: 
· Free Text
· Word-/Sentence Gap
· Descriptions
· Math Containers
· Multiple Choice
· Short Answers
· True-False-Justification
· Images
· Audio Files
· Sentence Matching
· Headings

PERFORM
The PERFORM-Module lets your students perform the tests you created. During sessions you are able to monitor what students are producing and you can also pause or stop tests for individual students – for example if you suspect that someone is cheating - or the entire class. The system also keeps track of where students are situated during tests, in order for you to be able reveal cheating attempts afterwards.

REVISE
With the REVISE-Module you can mark the tests previously performed by your students. A lot of different types of tasks can be auto-marked by the system – e.g. Multiple Choice, Short Answers, etc. – freeing you up to concentrate on marking textual work. 
When marking texts, you can define your own custom error types, allowing you to personalize your markings and to give students the best possible feedback.

ANALYZE
The ANALYZE-Module provides several different reports and tools that help you understand the data within your system, like how student performance has changed over time in general or how they perform on specific tasks, tests or even subjects
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ADMINISTRATE
The ADMINISTRATE-Module contains all administrative data you need within the system. Here you can create, update and delete users, assign them different roles and rights that govern what they are and are not allowed to do and manage your subjects and classes.
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
