Stem Cell Process
· Patient has their blood drawn for PRP that will be mixed with the adipose graft before being injected into their knees
· A harvest site is chosen an a small (16-20mLs) amount of adipose tissue is extracted via liposuction
· Both the blood and the adipose tissue are spun in a centrifuge to separate out PRP (from blood) and Stem Cell Graft (from the adipose tissue) 
· The PRP and SCT Graft are then mixed together before being injected into the knee joint
· Recovery time is a gradual return to pre-procedure activity over the following 8 weeks.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The goal is healing to articular cartilage and other damaged structures, with the possibility of cartilage regeneration within the knee joint.
· Treatment last approximately 1-2 years.
