NOTE: APPLY ALL DOORS
All close ups inside the circles are to be magnified more e.g. 2 x as they currently look like the original size. All close ups to have the outside edge of the profile to be in the same position, e.g. aligned with the outside of the door or at least all in the same position.. 
Align the outer edge of the close up profile with the outer edge of the door on all designs
The close up should look like this in the circle, make sure it is lined up the same!

Page 2: 
Page 2 (inside cover) show the full wardrobe door in the After image. Currently it is cut off. 

Renumber the page to page 2, not page 1 

Page 3: 
Align the left and right side doors of 6009-6011 with the range 6001-6003.

Renumber the page to page 3, not page 2 
6003JSQ, 6001DSQ and 6001TSQ circles need to move slightly down to be aligned with the others in the row 

Page 4:
Renumber the page to page 4, not page 3
Make Range 5000 drawer bank image the same size as the other doors and make it the 2nd last image on the bottom row. The text should read: Routed with a pattern on each drawer front. (Delete the rest of the text). 

The new painted angled door (5001 design) should be the last image on the bottom row. (Image to be provided) On the Angled doors text to read: Available in several styles (delete the remaining text.) This will allow you to increase the size of all the doors so there is not a large white space beneath them.

Range 5000 uneven spacing between doors and check all doors are the same dimensions as the height of the doors is not equal. E.g. 5001 BSQ and 5001 DSQ are shorter than the others. Align the top of the doors, also on Range 4000 doors. 




Page 5: 
 Renumber the page to page 5, not page 4
Remove the corner 4001DSQ
Remove 4003GSQ 
Page 3 and 4, delete all text from footers except page numbers.
 

Range 4000: the space between 4001 FSQ and 4001 LSQ is too big compared to the other spacing. 

Delete the partial door on the edge of the page (right hand side). 

Change the drawer bank text to “Routed as a door, cut into drawers. Delete the remaining text. 


Page 6:
Renumber the page to page 5, not page 4
The first paragraph of text, move the website to a new line. 
I think the title should say ‘How to order wardrobe doors? 
I think the layout should go under step 1? Right now it doesn’t relate to anything. 
On the Wardrobe doors page: Add pics of a set of tracks, Blum hinge and a chrome handle with some caption text (from website).
