Gimp Gait is a solo for two - surrogates 
to one another. It includes exploration 
of the subjects’ private and public lives 
- how the perspective of the viewer may 
attempt to control or shape or have some 
sort of power over who they are. The title 
of this work discloses its origin: ‘gimp’, 
a slur meant to mark a weak or handi-
capped person and ‘gait’, the manner or 
style of a person’s walk. The subjects do 
not hide these from you - do you have a 
good view? Can you notice every part of 
their bodies - both the similarities and dif-
ferences? This is Marjorie, and she wants 
you to witness her. This is Pioneer, and he 
is performing Marjorie’s power. Gimp Gait 
was commissioned by Karen Peterson 
and Dancers, as an original work that 
premiered in May 2016 alongside KPD’s 
Miami-Lisbon Cultural Exchange. In Sep-
tember 2016, Pioneer Winter worked with 
Tabatha Mudra to adapt the work as a 
short fi lm, which has since been accept-
ed into fi lm festivals both nationally and 
internationally.

Marjorie Burnett graduated Florida 
International University in 1999 with a 
bachelor’s in social work and a minor in 
theatre and dance. She remains the only 
physically challenged student ever to be 
admitted into the FIU dance program. In 
1987, while attending classes at Miami 
Dade College, she saw a poster for Karen 
Peterson and Dancers, who was holding 
auditions for persons with all types of 
physical abilities. Burnett became one 
of fi ve founding members of the com-
pany, and she has performed with KPD 
throughout the United States. Marjorie 
Burnett has been working with choreog-
rapher Pioneer Winter since 2016, and will 
continue as they expand their critically 
acclaimed duet Gimp Gait.

Frank Campisano is originally from New 
Jersey, and he received his early ballet 
training at the New Jersey Ballet under 
the direction of Edward Villella and the 
Garden State Ballet under Constantine 
Casanova. Campisano later studied with 
Tampa Concert Ballet under ric Brame, 
Nevada Dance Theatre under Vassili 
Sulich, the Darvash School of Ballet under 
Gabriela Darvash, and Broadway Dance 
Center under ron Forella. Campisano has 
performed in Las Vegas, The Follies at 
The Tropicana Hotel and Casino, and with 
several major dance companies: Boston 
Ballet II, anna Myer and Dancers, Festival 
Ballet Providence, and Island Moving 
Company, as well as Summer Stock at 
the Barn Theatre and Off -Broadway 
tours. Campisano has previously worked 
with Pioneer Winter Collective in the 2011 
premiere of 42: A Stonewall Prospective 
at the Bass Museum of art.

Dario Gonzalez is a queer performer, 
puppeteer, and writer, born in Cuba and 
raised in South Florida. Gonzalez be-
gan training as an actor and later joined 
Ballet Etudes Company to be trained as 
a classical dancer. During this time, they 

also worked independently performing in 
public spaces, creating original pup-
pets and costumes, directing, writing, 
and choreographing. after receiving an 
associate’s degree from Miami Dade 
College, they turned away from traditional 
and academic performance training in 
search of more inclusive mediums. Since 
then, Gonzalez has focused on defi ning 
their own ideas of gender identity through 
performance. Most recent performance 
experience includes HOST by the Pioneer 
Winter Collective, and Gonzalez’s own 
original works 150, Moonplay, and How to 
be a Real Boy. 

Lize-Lotte Pitlo holds a BFa in Dance 
Performance from her native country The 
Netherlands. She was selected to perform 
a solo at the Eurovision Young Dancers 
in amsterdam and was a nominee for the 
Youth Top Talent Prize. Upon graduation 
she received a merit scholarship to study 
at the Merce Cunningham Studio in NYC. 
Pitlo then worked with Saeko Ichinohe 
Dance Company, Daniela Hoff  Dance 
Company, Mana Kawamura/Kawamura 
the 3rd, and GrEYZONE/Lindy Fines, 
performing in various festivals and venues 
such as Jacob’s Pillow Dance Festival, 
DanceNow Festival at Joe’s Pub, Joyce 
SoHo, New York Live arts, Triskelion 
arts, The Flea Theater, and Studio 303 in 
Montreal. She currently works with South 
Florida-based choreographers Jenny 
Larsson, Juan Maria Seller, and Karen 
Peterson. Pitlo has previously worked 
with Pioneer Winter Collective in the 2015 
premiere of Sirens in Space.

June romero informs her work with her 
experiences as a transgender person in 
hopes of forging a new, more visible trans* 
body in the performing arts. She currently 
works with the area Stage Company as 
the youth acting coach, as an adjunct 
instructor at Our Pride academy, and as 
the sound technician for the Young Pa-

June holds 
an associate’s degree in theatre from 
Miami Dade College, and has worked 
with a number of mentors in acting, voice, 
dance, and technical theater.

Katrina Weaver is a dance artist, chore-
ographer, and South Florida native. She 
has been a member of Karen Peterson 
and Dancers since 2009. Her own work 
has been commissioned by KPD and she 
has toured with the company interna-
tionally.  In 2013, her solo work Square 1 
was performed at the 62nd International 
Choreographers’ Showcase in Guate-
mala City. In 2016, her work Through the 
Void, Inside the Brick, choreographed in 
collaboration with Juan Maria Seller, was 
commissioned by Karen Peterson and 
Dancers, and currently co-developing a 
new work is commissioned titled Scrutiny. 
Weaver has presented in Miami Open 
Stage and the Daniel Lewis Miami Dance 
Sampler.  Katrina Weaver has a back-
ground in fi tness, and has served as a 
NaSM certifi ed personal trainer. She also 
currently trains as a CrossFit athlete and 
plans to compete in the CrossFit Masters. 

Pioneer Winter (Director, Choreogra-
pher) is a Miami-based choreographer, 
and director of the Pioneer Winter Collec-
tive. His Collective provides a platform for 
risk-taking, progressive, and experimental 
projects by championing unexpected 
bodies, unexpected places, and unex-
pected social change. Winter directs/
produces several programs, including 
Leaders of Equality through arts and 
Performance (LEaP), for LGBTQ-iden-
tifying teens and their allies that focuses 
on using the arts for activism and social 
change; and the Grass Stains fellowship, 
a site-specifi c performance initiative that 
mentors and commissions artists inter-
ested in creating site-based and public 
artwork in Miami through a close collab-

oration with acclaimed site choreogra-
pher Stephan Koplowitz. a Horatio alger 
Scholar, he is an alumnus of the Florida 
International University Honors College, 
and holds a Masters in Public Health 
and Epidemiology. Winter completed 
a Master of Fine arts in Choreography 
from Jacksonville University/White Oak, 
as the fi rst artist to be named a Dennis r. 
Washington achievement Scholar. He is 
a Dance Miami Choreographic Program 
recipient and Miami Goes Elsewhere 
Fellowship recipient. Pioneer Winter is 
a fellow and faculty member in the FIU 
Honors College Department, a member 
of the vision committee for the Pembroke 
Pines Performing arts and Civic Center, 
and Director of the ScreenDance Miami 
Festival produced by Tigertail.
