NIS2 will soon be transposed into Irish law, setting higher standards for cybersecurity and resilience. Credit unions are expected to be in scope, with boards and management directly accountable. The EU Digital Operational Resilience Act (DORA), as lex specialis to NIS2, will also apply — despite its delayed compliance deadline. Alongside Central Bank expectations, credit unions must now adopt clear, practical strategies to stay resilient and protect member trust.
