Rescue & Relief Int’l operates on a two pronged model.  The first is that of going into areas (International) which do not have EMS (Emergency Medical Services) infrastructure and using a “train the trainers” approach.  The second prong is deploying to areas (Domestic & International) on a rapid response model that have been impacted by conflict or disaster and providing immediate, onsite EMS to move injured to definitive care at hospitals or other local providers.  

On our Training Deployments we work with civil government, ministries, religious groups and communities to build EMS from the ground up.  Our goal on any Training Deployment is to leave behind a cadre of local personnel who have the skill set and education to train others as EMS providers.  

On Rapid Response Deployments we only go at the request of an on-the-ground entity and partner with them to provide emergency medical care for a specific locale optimized for Treat-and-Release, emergency stabilization and rapid transport to definitive care.  We do not operate or control any local clinics or hospitals.  

From Temecula, California to Cancun, Mexico to Calcutta, India we’ll deploy anywhere there is a need.  

We have had deployment requests to:  Libya, South Sudan, Chechnya and El Salvador.  Always at the request of local or governmental entities that realize the huge need for EMS in their locality.   <Jazz up the names… maybe flags?  A Map with arrows?>
