Homicide Defense Tactics
Prosecutors have the duty to prove their case beyond a reasonable doubt. Our Dallas law firm tears apart the prosecution’s physical evidence to introduce doubt and demand acquittal. We consult with experts about technical evidence, including DNA, fingerprinting, hair analysis, blood splatter analysis, computer forensics, ballistics and mistaken memories of eyewitnesses to present convincing exculpatory evidence to the jury and to challenge the prosecution’s case.
Over-zealous police officers often overstep their bounds. Our attorneys review every detail of your stop, search and arrest for lawfulness. If applicable in your case, we argue motions to suppress evidence that was not legally obtained because of an improper stop, a warrantless search or a search without your consent. 
Vehicular Manslaughter Charges
Being involved in a serious auto accident is a terrifying experience; a fatal accident is devastating. If police believe you were responsible for the crash, you could face vehicular manslaughter charges. Police officers typically look for signs of intoxication at every fatal accident scene and may ask that you submit to blood alcohol concentration (BAC) testing. A BAC of .08 or higher could result in a charge of intoxicated manslaughter. In addition, law enforcement may investigate whether you were driving recklessly, texting while driving, fell asleep at the wheel or other acts that negligently contributed to the fatal crash.
Reasonably, you may feel bad or even responsible for the tragic events, but you may not be criminally liable. Be careful what you say because your words could be construed as an admission of guilt. Instead, remain silent and call your attorney. 
An arrest in a fatal accident may not be made for several weeks until after law enforcement completes the investigation. However, you should call your lawyer as soon as possible to protect your interests, including stopping law enforcement officers from obtaining evidence they are not entitled to.

Expungements & Non-Disclosures

Our Dallas Lawyers Help You Erase Your Criminal Records

A criminal record can continue to affect your life long after your arrest. Today’s technology allows the public to find your criminal history online with a few simple clicks of a button and a small fee. The Internet exposes your mistake to every neighbor, romantic interest and employer with a computer. In fact, many employers include a criminal background check as part of the job application process and banks often consider criminal history when reviewing loan and mortgage applications.

Which Remedy Applies?

Expungement means your criminal records are destroyed, including all accompanying documentation and files. Eligibility requirements are more stringent for expungement than for non-disclosure because access to the records is permanently eliminated.
Non-disclosure, also known as sealing, of your criminal record prohibits the police department and clerk of court from releasing information about your arrest. Although sealing limits access by the public, your records still exist and may be viewed by government agencies for some purposes. 

For example, you may need to provide a copy of your arrest record to the Department of Homeland security if you are applying for a green card or citizenship. Also, some licensing associations, such as the State Bar of Texas or the Texas Medical Board, may ask for certified copies of your records. In these cases, you may open up your record for the sole purpose of releasing the information to the intended viewer then reseal it. Law enforcement may also have access to your sealed files in certain circumstances.

Are You Eligible for Record Non-Disclosure?

Each case is subject to a statute of limitations, usually three years, for which you must wait before you can begin the process of expunging or sealing your record. You may qualify for the remedy if:

· You were arrested, but not charged with a crime

· Your charge was nolle prossed, meaning dropped
· You were a juvenile arrested for a qualifying misdemeanor 

· You were pardoned by the governor or U.S. president 

· You were acquitted 
Records of certain crimes can never be expunged, including sexual battery, child molestation, prostitution, theft, vehicular homicide, DWI or fleeing the scene of an accident.
