The board of directors of The Cambodia Academy at Mongkol Borei invites you to our annual visit to Mongkol Borei, Cambodia to help launch the new school year. The trip is open to everyone--you do not need to be a current donor to attend.

If you have been interested in visiting an educational project that works for hundreds of the poorest children in Cambodia, here is your chance. This school is a lifeline for these children and their families, providing education, transportation, uniforms, and two meals a day. 

Join us for the experience of a lifetime. You will be touched by the spirit of these children and their drive to learn. And, the local town of Siem Reap is the base from which to visit Angkor Wat, the UNESCO World Heritage site that should not be missed.
ABOUT THE SCHOOL

Founded in April 2004 by Foster City, CA Rotarian Hans Eide, the Cambodia Academy at Mongkol Borei provides a basic education aimed at reaching Cambodia's poorest youth.
After having been both touched by the genuine kindness of the locals and yet unsettled by the widespread poverty suffered in the aftermath of the Vietnam War and Khmer Rouge era, Hans led efforts to turn an underutilized building into a thriving school in a region where education in neither compulsory nor affordable for the poorest families. 

In 2012, the school also reached the maximum enrollment of 345 students in twelve classes in grades K-9. The curriculum emphasizes English and all general subjects such as Khmer (the local language), math, science, and social studies.

THE DETAILS
Monday, September 30. You should plan on arriving in Siem Reap either from Bangkok or Phnom Penh. There will be a cocktail party and mixer for visitors, donors and guests that evening. The location and time will be announced on the website.
Tuesday, October 1.  We will meet in the lobby of the 

 Hotel at 8:30 a.m. to board private, air conditioned buses to the campus. The trip takes about 90 minutes. We will open as the students sing the Cambodian national anthem, and the students will put on a brief performance of local dances. All guests will have special "VIP" seating and will listen to brief talks by Hans Eide, the founder, as well as the local provincial governor. The school will provide lunch, and there will be plenty of time for a tour of the campus as well as, most importantly, to interact with the boys and girls, many of whom are very eager to practice their English. We will return to town around 3:00 p.m. and will meet for dinner on Siem Reap's famous "Pub Street".
The cost: You are responsible for your own travel arrangements, but there is no cost to attend the event. Lunch and transportation to and from the school is provided by our donors.
