Barynya *, which is Russian for “barn dance” and “sudarnya” for “young lady” is a song about my grandmother Charna, who emigrated from Odessa, Russia to Ellis Island, NY, then made her way to South Carolina to start her life over after an Odessa pogrom**.  
Love Is Weeping  is for Julia and her sisters.
Got To Prove Blues   I really like blues progressions and girl power.
Sweet Sue is a favorite old song of mine, and a nice way to end the day, thinking of…just you.
