ASTM E2018-08, “Property Condition Assessments:  Baseline Property Condition        Assessment Process” is the standard practice for most Property Condition Assessments, also referred to Property Needs Assessments.  The physical condition of all components of the asset are assessed, operating documents are reviewed, agency files are accessed, and site personnel are interviewed to get the information you need.

The evaluation of the information collected during the research and investigation process is critical to understanding the environmental condition of the site, and if adjacent or nearby properties present an environmental concern or recognized environmental condition.  





ASTM Standard E1527-13, “Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process” is the Standard Practice used for most Phase I environmental assessments.  A typical ESA has three major components: research, investigation, and evaluation.  Research includes the review and analysis of as much environmental data as possible about the site and any adjacent or nearby properties.  Investigation involves a thorough visual assessment of the property and a cursory off-site visual assessment of adjacent properties.  We observe all mechanical, electrical, and maintenance and storage areas where hazardous materials might be used and hazardous wastes may have been spilled, stored, or disposed.
