Eastern Gymnastics Academy EGA TERMS & Conditions

1. All term fees set each term by Eastern Gymnastics Academy (EGA) are for TRAINING only. The fee schedule is available upon request.
2. All Term fees and Registration fees are to be paid in full to EGA before the gymnast can participate in any activities. Term fees need to be paid prior to commencement of term. Class sizes are limited and your spot is only secured with full payment. Failure to pay may result in losing your spot. Term and registration fees are not refundable and non- transferable.
3. Competition fees, clinics, choreography, coaches or judge’s fees for attending any competitions & insurance fees are to be paid on request as applicable.

4. All cheques are to be made payable to EGA or paid via Direct Debit into the nominated account. Receipts will only be given upon request. Any cheque returned unpaid by the bank will incur a dishonour fee. 

5. There will be NO refund on fees paid. Refunds are not given for missed classes or the Registration fee under any circumstances. Two make-ups per term are permitted if due to illness or injury. The makeup class must be taken within the current term in a class with vacancies. A medical certificate is provided. We will need 24 hours’ notice so make ups can be arranged. Failure to show for a pre booked makeup class will be counted as taken. Missed classes are not transferable to other gymnasts.
6. All gymnasts will need to purchase full uniform when enrolling i.e. club tracksuit, leotard  

7. Any parent requesting progress report on their children or any information whatsoever with regard to EGA should contact the office.  PLEASE do not interrupt any classes. Twice a year, parents will be invited to view their child’s progress.
8. No parent or any other person is permitted in the gym without specific permission whilst training is in progress

9. EGA training centre is under surveillance by video cameras at all times for your children’s safety and security and EGA reserves the right to use this video (at EGA’s discretion) of your child/children or any participants at EGA training centre, including use for publicity purposes.

10. Activities undertaken are for the purpose of recreation, enjoyment & leisure which involves significant exertion or physical risk and EGA excludes all liability of death or personal injury relating to any participation in such activities. I understand that any gymnastic activities or other recreational activity in gymnastics is dangerous. Participants taking part in such activities, do so at their own risk. EGA takes no responsibility for any injury that occurs as a result of participation. I hereby grant authority for my child/children to train at EGA and will abide by EGA Terms & Conditions and in so doing agree that EGA coaches, officers, agents are to be free and clear of all responsibilities whatsoever for any accident or illness during my child/children’s participation in any activities relating to gymnastic enrolment. I understand that gymnastics is an aerial sport and therefore injuries and accidents may occur at no fault of EGA staff and coaches.
11. Gymnastics is a hands on sport which requires coaches to be “spotting”, helping and developing skills by hand.

12. EGA will not be responsible if claimants do not request or claim their insurance within 30 days of sustaining an injury whilst registered and training at EGA.
13. Children may need to be transported by coaches to and from the Academy when needed without prior notice to parents. By signing this declaration you are in agreement.

14. Gymnasts that are registered with and training with EGA may not compete, train or attend any external gymnastics clubs, displays, clinics or courses without permission or clearance from EGA. 

15. If your child has a medical condition that we need to be aware of, please provide a medical certificate of clearance.

16. EGA has the right to refuse membership to any child/children if deemed necessary.

17. Drop off & pick up as applicable – safety for all concerned 
Parents must escort children under 10 into the gymnasium at all times and not drop off at the door. EGA will only accept a duty of care inside the building. Parents are responsible for their children outside the building which includes the car park & driveways. For safety reasons, children are not to exit the premises after a class unless with an adult. Children are not to meet parents in the car park but must be collected from the premises and must hold parents hands when walking to and from the centre. Children are not permitted to run or play in the car park/driveway and must go to the car immediately. We ask that parents do not stand and talk in the car park but if you need to, please do so in the waiting room. Parents are never to park in front of the roller doors or across neighbouring businesses.
18. Privacy – The information contained in the above form will be used primarily for matters specifically relating to gymnastics participation. While we limit the use and  disclosure of personal information provided to us, we may need to disclose personal information to assist in providing our services to the following organisations for specific purposes for which it was suppled:
