A theatre of ideas, possibilities and regeneration

Uses Futures Studies visioning techniques such as timelines, futures wheels, backcasting and scenario building
-----

Scenarios on stage, set in the near decades; within the life span of most audience members (20 – 30 years from now) 

-----

Explores the impact of social, technological and environmental change on characters, and the agency of characters who influence change
-----

May be based on research and extrapolation of

available data on current global trends 

-----

Plots/scripts built on a single issue or multiple trends in societies, written in styles appropriate to the ideas
-----

Examines assumptions, attitudes and activities currently popular or dominant and may challenge or alter them, creating a new social context

-----

May consciously present layers of change in action, from surface events and reactions to deeper cultural, psychological and spiritual layers of human experience, through character interaction

-----
